Fear and unbelief make us blind to God’s answers to prayer. Believing that God
is good all the time is very helpful to opening the door of blessing (Psalm 27:4-
6, 13-14; Romans 8:31-35).

. God speaks far more than we think. Noticing the fingerprints of God in small and

big ways keeps us from missing answered prayer.

. The busyness and clutter of life can make us dull to the working of God in the

fabric of everyday life.

You are part of the answer to many of your prayer requests (James 1:5-8)
